The fourth gospel, usually attributed to John, says that “those who believe in him are not condemned” (John 3:18a).  Note that references to Biblical texts (and other ancient sources) take place in text.

Longer quotations need to be set into blockquotation format, as in this example.  

The Septuagint came into being in the diaspora, created by the diaspora Jews in order to meet their own religious needs, both liturgical and apologetic.  Gradually, however, it became discredited as the Christians took it over and used it in their anti-Jewish polemic.
